e Gather student feedback and support assessment efforts

e Conduct benchmarking research across higher education and other networks

Qualifications: Applicants must be currently enrolled graduate/professional students at the University of
Chicago in good standing at the time of application and throughout employment. Additional requirements
include:

e High level of competency and demonstrated experience working with queer communities

e Deep desire to support student success and familiarity with or interest in student affairs/higher

education

e Excellent written and oral communication skills

e High level of initiative and motivation

e Ability to work independently

e Excellent decision-making skills

e Marketing experience preferred, but not required

e Students eligible for work-study preferred, but not required

Position Requirements: The Graduate Assistant will work 10-15 hours/week throughout the academic
year. Work schedules are created based solely on class schedules and other academic obligations.
